-1 will ask students what they recycle at home and at school.
-1 will explain that objects can go into three categories when you need to get rid of them: trash,

compost, objects that can be broken down and used in the soil , and recycling, which is generally
glass, plastic, and paper that can be broken down and made into new items.

Students will be listening and asking questions if they have any.

- I will then let students partner up and make an awareness poster about recycling, when
students are done with their posters I will encourage them to hang them up outside in the hall
for the community to see.
