Esophagus

Muscles move in a slow, wavy
motion to squeeze food down into

your stomach

Type of digestion: mechanical

Stomach

Store food that you have eaten. Churn and
break down food into even smaller pieces.

Moves partially digested food into the
smaller intestine.

Juices from the liver, gallbladder 
and pancreas help break down

food even more.

Type of digestion: chemical

Stores undigested waste until it is
ready to be eliminated.

Type of digestion: Digestion
finishes in the small intestine.
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
