Introduction:

The teacher will tell the students that she is going to read them a
book called “The Little Red Hen.” The teacher will tell the students
today they are going to be learning about the elements that make up a
story.

Instruction:

The teacher will tell the students that the elements that make up a
story are characters, problems, settings, and solutions. The teacher
will show the elements of a story chart on the SmartBoard. The
teacher will then display the graphic organizer created using
Inspiration 9 software. The teacher will begin with the characters.
She will tell the students that the characters are who the story is
about. She will tell the students all of the characters in the book and
list them on the story elements chart. The teacher will tell the
students that the setting of a story is when and where it took place
and then tell them what the story's setting was and list it on the chart.
The teacher will then tell the students that the story's problem is what
happens during the story. The teacher will tell the students the
problem and write it on the chart. The teacher will tell the students
that the story's solution is what the characters do to fix the problem.
The teacher will tell the students the solution in the story and write it
on the chart. The teacher will then hand out a copy of “Goldilocks
and the Three Bears" to the students and a blank story elements
chart. The teacher will tell the students to read the story and fill out
the chart. The teacher will walk around and help the students as
needed. The teacher will collect the worksheet and book when the
students are finished.
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Closure:

The teacher will quickly review the elements of a story with the
student and answer any questions.
