was during the school day because it talks about the
mouse doing math or a science experiment. Finally, the

mouse goes home on the bus and the author warns to be
careful or the same sequence may repeat the next day.

SETTING:
What are the details about where this story takes

place?
1) Where does this take place? At school! It's even in

the title.
2) What time of the day? School happens during the

day so it would be during day time.
