When every student has an iPad and they are all paying attention I will then say, “Unlock the iPad and 
open the red-looking app called Tynker. When it opens, click “Projects,” then “Create New Project,” 
then “New Project,” then decide which one you want to do on your own. You can also create one 
from scratch if you so wish.” If a student is having trouble, I will then assist them in any way that I 
can. When they were finished with whatever they created, I would then ask them to write a statement 
up on a piece of paper of what they created. This statement should be in great detail so that I can 
understand everything clearly. This will tell me if they knew what they were doing for sure or not.

Closure: Putting Away the iPads 
  

When I have collected every detail statement about what they created, I will then instruct them all to 
put away their iPads back on the charging dock and to turn in their descriptive statement into the bin 
on my desk as a grade.
